Meet 9:00am for 9:30 depart at Glenbrook Info Centre. Enter via Ross Street.  Cafes at the end of Ross Street if you wish to buy coffee/tea - allow time. Facilities at Info Centre
30 min drive from Glenbrook to Leuralla.  ETA 10:00am - we will first go to Gordon Falls Reserve for B'fast/MTea then walk to Leuralla - if you wish to drive, there is plenty of parking in Balmoral Road, beside Leuralla.   We can go back to the Reserve for lunch.
Gordon Falls Reserve has clean electric BBQ's and some seating.  BYO or buy at Bakehouse on Wentworth - gourmet pies (egg&bacon), pastries, cakes, espresso coffee.

1)  9:00 for 9:30 departure,  arrive at Glenbrook Info Centre. Allow time for coffee/tea purchase
Directions begin from Glenbrook.   Rejoin the Great Western Highway, turn left and continue up the mountain.  Watch for signs to LEURA.  Take the left exit and turn left over the railway line and into Leura Mall and through the shops.   
(If you wish to stop at the Bakehouse, look for it on your left after the "Bon Ton" roundabout.)   
Continue on Leura Mall.  Follow brown tourist signs to "Toy Museum".

Curve left and follow signs

Left at T intersection, into Olympian Parade.  Watch for white fence  -  that is Leuralla but continue along Olympian Parade to find Gordon Falls Reserve at the end of the road.

Parking here or turn left along Lone Pine Avenue.   If you wish to drive to Leuralla later, there is plenty of parking in Balmoral Road, beside Leuralla House.

Opposite Leuralla House is a spectacular view of the Jamieson Valley - gold coin entry.

If you like bush walking, there is a track from Gordon Falls Reserve and it looks amazing.
